Club of the year: South Canadian Amateur Radio Society

The Hamvention 2020 Club of the Year is the South Canadian Amateur Radio Society (SCARS) of Cleveland County,
OK. SCARS clearly demonstrate member involvement in varied aspects of Amateur Radio for the greater good of their
community and nation. They do so through emergency communications, community service, weekly nets, licensing and
mentoring new (and old) hams and a broad web and social media presence that reaches thousands of hams monthly around
the globe.

Amateur of the Year: Yasuo “Zorro” MIYAZAWA, JH1AJT

The 2020 Hamvention amateur of the year is Yasuo Zorro MIYAZAWA. A renowned humanitarian and member
of the Arucaria DX Hall of Fame, having achieved
top status in the DXCC World Ranking. The most
distinctive feature of his DXpeditions is that he
never focuses on the radio operation only, but also
cooperates with local people in implementing long-
term technical and humanitarian activities. While
pursuing 10m and DX activities with youth around
the world, he used his international contacts to
establish the Foundation for Global Children in
cooperation with royal families and heads of state
to serve the educational and humanitarian needs of
children. He has also contributed to various ham
radio communities, including the establishment of
INDEXA Humanitarian Aid. In his home country
of Japan, he revolutionized education through the
establishment of the SEISA group by focusing on
learners with special needs.

Award Winners 2020

Technical Achievement Award: Steve Franke, K9AN, Bill Somerville,
G4WJS, and Joe Taylor, K1JT

The 2020 Hamvention Technical Achievement Award is jointly awarded to Steve Franke, Bill Somerville, and Joe Taylor,
for their combined effort in the ham radio software package WSJT-X, particularly the digital protocol FT8 and its younger brother,
FT4. FT8 was introduced in July 2017, soon accounting for a large fraction of all ham radio activity on the HF bands. FT4 is a
closely related mode designed especially for digital contesting. Steve Franke, Bill Somerville, and Joe Taylor have been licensed
radio amateurs for a combined total of 154 years.

Steve Franke, K9AN, was licensed in 1971. An early and abiding fascination with radio science led him to a position as
Professor of Electrical and Computer Engineering at the University of Illinois, from which he retired in 2019. He enjoys chasing
DX, studying HF and VHF propagation, and playing with radio-frequency circuits and antennas.

Bill Somerville, G4WIS, earned a chemistry degree at the University of Bristol and has worked in computer software and
hardware in a variety of industries including defense, software development, and financial services. Most recently he’s a freelance
consultant providing systems programming and related services to mid- to large-size software tool vendors. An active radio
amateur since 1981, Bill enjoys HF and VHF bands, contest operating, and DX chasing using CW, phone, and data modes.

Joe Taylor, K1JT, is Professor of Physics, Emeritus, at Princeton University. Steered into science by a boyhood fascination
with radio and electronics, he was awarded the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1993 for discovery of the first orbiting pulsar. Since
retirement he has kept busy developing and using digital protocols for weak-signal communication by Amateur Radio.

Special Achievement Award: Jordan Sherer, KN4CRD

The Hamvention 2020 Special Achievement Award
winner is Jordan Sherer, an experienced software engineer by
day and digital amateur radio operator by night. After becoming
licensed in 2017, Jordan started his journey into ham radio
exploring PSK31, JT65, and soon after FTS8. Fascinated by the
ability to connect with others using low power, Jordan developed
a protocol for weak signal mesh networking and communication
that resulted in JS8Call, an open source and free platform,
inspired by WSJT-X and FLdigi, that allows amateur operators
the ability for keyboard-to-keyboard, store-and-forward, and
network relay-based communication. Since it’s release, JS8Call
has been used by thousands of operators as a communication
tool that shines under weak signal conditions.

Club of the year: Vienna Wireless Society

The Hamvention 2021 Club of the Year is the Vienna Wireless Society (K4HTA) founded 58 years ago in Vienna,
Virginia. It is now the largest and most active Amateur Radio Club in the Washington, DC area. Affiliated with the ARRL,
their priorities include fostering a fun inclusive environment, building comradery, and focusing on the key areas of service,
education (focusing on youth) and communication.

Amateur of The Year: Angel M. Vazquez,
WP3R

The 2021 Hamvention Amateur of the Year is Angel M. Vazquez,
WP3R. Born in Puerto Rico and raised in Brooklyn, he is a graduate of
CUNY. Angel worked at WNYC as a radio engineer before returning to
Puerto Rico in 1977 to perform telescope operations and lead IT operations
at the Arecibo Observatory. He currently is the Head of Telescope Operations
and Puerto Rico Coordination Zone Spectrum Manger. An amateur radio
operator since 1993, Angel provided emergency communications every day
for eight weeks for hundreds of families after hurricane Maria leveled the
power and communications grids. With the help of the WWROF, generators
were provided to needy ham families in Puerto Rico. These efforts earned him
Amateur of the Year in Puerto Rico in 2018 and the YASME Excellence Award
in 2019. He has been a VE since 1997 and started the first Virtual/online bi-
lingual testing program as part of the GLAARG (Greater Los Angeles Amateur
Radio Group) VEC.

Technical Achievement Award:
Tamitha Skov, WX6SWW

The Hamvention 2021 Technical Achievement
Award recipient is Tamitha Skov, a credentialed
Space Weather forecaster. The energetic and
enthusiastic*“Space Weather Woman” is widely known
on social media and has been featured in Popular
Science Magazine, MIT Technology Review, The
Weather Channel and The History Channel. Outside
of her professional position as a research scientist for
The Aerospace Corporation, she is currently teaching
the art of Space Weather forecasting to meteorologists
at Millersville University and working with the ARRL
and HamSClLorg to help create new official education
materials for new hams and the ARRL community.
She is always seeking new ways to bring an awareness
of Space Weather and its effects into the mainstream
and hopes to herald in a new era of TV weather
broadcasting before the end of Solar Cycle 25.

Special Achievement Award:
Wesley Lamboley, W3WL

The Hamvention 2021 Special Achievement
Award recipient is Wes Lamboley. Wes spent 40
years in the aerospace industry as a technical writer,
electrical and systems engineer and engineering
liaison for Boeing with the Marconi/British Aerospace
Corporation. He reminisces that, “Many Elmers helped
me and I try to pay it forward as best I can, especially
for young people.” He was nominated by his peers for
his lifetime of high energy support for the science and
art of amateur radio. Not only has Wesley supported
youth coaching, membership recruiting and technical
problem assistance, he always does it with a smile and
great humor. Wes also enjoys working with various
civic groups and ham radio clubs, getting involved
and helping them to be successful.

Club of the year: Highland Amateur Radio Association

The Hamvention 2022 Club of the Year is the Highland Amateur Radio Association (HARA), an ARRL Special
Service Club located in Hillsboro, OH, formed in 1977 and serving a small rural population in Highland County. As a
result of ongoing licensing classes and elmering sessions, the club reached an all-time high membership in 2021 with 143
members. Since 2015 membership has grown by 86% and the membership comprises Hams from 10 surrounding counties in
southwest Ohio and two states. The club maintains five repeaters within Highland County, of which two are linked to provide
a broader footprint. The club hosts both a weekly 2m and 10m net with an average attendance of 28. There are bi-monthly
programs as well as a monthly gathering to discuss the hobby, the “Brunch Bunch”. Much of the club’s success can be
attributed to the passion it has in sharing the hobby at every opportunity.

The club has an excellent relationship with the local newspaper and leverages that relationship to make the community
aware of their events and of the value and importance of Amateur Radio. HARA is active in the community, setting out and
removing flags for Memorial Day at the local cemetery and also providing communications support for the annual Hillsboro
Christmas Parade. Members are engaged with the local EMA officials and local NWS, ready to assist in any emergency.
Outside of club business meetings, over 100 members participated in Field Day activities, Ohio State Parks on the Air, along
with running a Special Event Station from the world’s largest horseshoe crab (located in Hillsboro, OH). The club also
launched their own Laurel VE team to aid in their ongoing efforts to promote the hobby and bring new Hams aboard. HARA
is a very passionate club and is dedicated to the promotion of Amateur Radio. HARA is also home to the 2021 ARRL Philip
McGann Silver Antenna Award recipient.

Amateur of The Year: Jim Simpson, KF8J

Jim has been a Ham since 1966. His Elmer, Don Hinton, W8RTL, a very
active ham at the time, gave him his first DX contact in Italy. Jim was mostly
speechless but got over that quickly. His first ham call was WN8UZJ and he
upgraded to General in the late 70’s, receiving the call, WB8QZZ which he held
until 2014. Jim operates 10 thru 80 meters, mostly voice, some digital 2m and 440.

Jim has been an integral part of Hamvention since he first attended in 1972.
He has served on numerous committees continuously since 1973. Jim served as
Second Assistant to the Hamvention General Chair in 1983, Assistant General
Chair in 1984-85 and Hamvention General Chairman in 1986-87. His expertise
has benefited numerous amateur radio clubs, including Dayton Amateur Radio
Association (DARA), where he has served in many leadership roles. He continues
to serve as a knowledgeable and dependable advisor and friend to many previous
and current Hamvention committee chairs and DARA members.

In 1974, a lethal tornado devastated Jim’s hometown of Xenia, OH. He saw a
way to help serve the community by founding The Xenia Weather Radio Network
in 1975. He remains a vital member of the dynamic XWARN organization.
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Jim has always been an innovator for Hamvention. He introduced the use of computers to DARA/Hamvention to streamline
recording data, worked on the reorganization of Hamvention to an all volunteer organization, introduced the use of UAVs to gather
video and still film of ham activities and also initiated the use of LiveStream to broadcast the many activities happening during
Hamvention weekend, as well as, hamfests and radio activities both domestic and international.

Over many years, he mentored many local hams and has hundreds of very close ham radio friends. He has assisted in untold
radio tower and antenna construction projects in his 56-year ham radio history. Jim was a very key player in forming the 4-H Amateur
Radio Club in Xenia to promote amateur radio with youth locally and statewide. The installation and equipping of a 4-H radio room
with an accompanying tower is an ongoing project for Jim.

Jim brings a high level of energy and team spirit wherever he is, especially around Amateur Radio. He is a true ambassador of
Amateur Radio throughout the world and is ready to help anyone with any project.

Technical Achievement Award: Adam Farson,
VAT70J/AB40J

Adam Farson has dedicated his professional life’s work to RF and telecommunications
engineering issues and innovation. He has been a ham since he was a teenager.

Adam is best known to the amateur radio community for his development of multiple
sources of technical support for Icom radios. He started an Icom technical support net on 20
meters in the 1980s and came to know several senior Icom Japan engineers due to his work,
travel and living in Japan. Adam actively helped other hams solve challenging technical and
logistical issues, as each week’s net brought a new set of problems to solve.

Adam has always had a keen eye for emerging trends and started one of the most widely
cited internet resources on HF radios, where for three decades he has maintained a website
which has become a repository for highly technical information on Icom and other HF transceivers and amplifiers.

He independently performs measurements on nearly all new radios, including Noise-Power Ratio, a measure he developed. His work
includes producing the only data radio hobbyists have which clearly delineates how modern SDR rigs perform across the spectrum of band
noise levels. Adam has written multiple articles for technical and amateur radio journals. Recently, he penned a multi-part series on modern
HF solid-state amplifier design principles.

Special Achievement Award: Kerry Banke, N61ZW

Kerry Banke is an advanced class radio amateur, first licensed in 1961. Banke, now
retired, spent most of his career in the research and development of electronics systems
as a microwave RF electrical engineer. This included 14 years as Qualcomm engineer,
developing innovative microwave wireless technologies. Kerry’s electronic interests span
DC-to-light with particular interest and expertise in microwaves. His ham radio operations
have included transmissions on 136kHz through to lazer. Since 1982, he has served as host
of the San Diego Microwave Group’s monthly meeting, sharing his expertise with other
hams of like interest.

Banke’s exceptional support to Human Spaceflight Amateur Radio started in 1994
where he served as a school technical mentor and certified ground station for the Shuttle
Amateur Radio Experiment (SAREX) program. When NASA transitioned from the Shuttle to the International Space Station (ISS),
Kerry became an exemplary member of the Amateur Radio on the International Space Station (ARISS) hardware team. For seven
years, working from his home and electronics lab garage in La Mesa, California, Banke led the circuit design, breadboarding, flight
circuit board layout, assembly and testing of the ARISS developed Multi-Voltage Power Supply (MVPS). Banke’s innovations also
included specially designed test equipment needed to perform a comprehensive battery of tests in his electronics lab and at NASA
to flight certify the radio system.

Kerry’s stellar contributions to the recently launched ARISS hardware system has significantly enhanced current ham
operations on ISS. Additionally, they enable future radio expansion and experimentation that will permit exciting, new educational
and operational capabilities for youth and hams. Banke’s impact on ham radio and youth STEM education is awe inspiring. Each
year, hundreds of thousands of ISS ham QSOs are performed via the voice repeater and APRS digipeater and hundreds of thousands
of youths are inspired and engaged through ARISS ham radio connections with astronauts on-board ISS.
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Jaxon Dupre, NOXNN, from Saint Augustine, FL, received his Extra class license in
2018. Jaxon is an avid Field Day participant and he has been running a Youth Amateur Radio Club
as an acting board member since 2020. He has been on the Honor Roll for Academic Excellency
and received an Award for Musical Excellency. Jaxon has also been a volunteer for the Boy
Scouts of America.

Jaxon is attending Western Governors University in Salt Lake City, UT majoring in Information
Technology.

Justin Ellis, KJ6PWP from Herald, CA was first licensed in 2011 and holds his Extra class
license. He is in his second year of graduate school at California State University Sacramento
where his working toward a degree in telecommunications. Justin has chosen to pursue a career
in electrical engineering due to the years he spent with Elmer, Robert M. Miller, KE6F, building
and repairing old amateur radios.

Justin has worked Field Day for the past 10 years and the Heavy Metal Rally hosted by Electric
Radio for the last three years.

Jason Schlottman, KR7JAS, from Tucson, AZ is a graduate of The University of
Arizona where he is now pursuing a master’s degree in hydrology and water resources with a goal
of working in hydrologic modeling/consulting.

Jason, an ARRL member, has been licensed since 2009. He is an active participant in Summits
on the Air (SOTA), is a member of the Oro Valley Amateur Radio Club (OVARC) and has
been a featured videographer on Ham Nation Podcast.
